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This document will be the basis for how we, at Altos Miraflores Community, will deal with 
garbage and recycling in order to comply with the rules and regulation from Mijas Town 
Hall, and with the Health and Safety regulations in place at this time. The rules might 
change in the future, and we will make sure we are always complying by updating these 
rules as new information become available. 



 

 

Dear Altos Miraflores homeowners, 

In response to concerns from a few owners, the Committee and I have been researching the issue of 
garbage collection in Riviera Del Sol and Mijas. 

It has come to our attention, that there are a set of rules in place from Mijas Town Hall in respect of 
garbage collection and recycling. 

Firstly, one of the measures that have been implemented was that no Urbanization would be able to 
keep their garbage bins inside their premises or having them in a fenced-in or covered area. 

Secondly, the Town Hall implemented specific areas where garbage and recycling bins would be 
placed, and in the case of Altos, we have two places nearby our Community. 

It is also required, that all waste must be separated. All Communities, including Riviera V have received 
specific rules from Mijas Town Hall. 

On the pages following this message, you can see the rules in place for our area, and one item is very 
significant for Altos; no organic waste must be deposited in the bins BEFORE 9:00 PM in the summer 
(i.e. June, July and August), or before Sundown the rest of the year, and after midnight in any month.  

In the interest of health and safety issues, there should be no organic garbage in the Town Hall bins 
during the day due to the heat and the quick decomposing of the materials, and the possibility of 
attracting rats etc. 

As of September 6th  2015 garbage bins will be removed from inside Altos in line with Town Hall 
regulations.  

Please also make sure to follow the rules about separation and dumping times. All the different bins 
are just outside our Community.  (Across from our main gate, and across from Block 8).  

As a consequence, we cannot have Carlos, our maintenance guy, to remove our rubbish from the 
Community after 9:00 PM. If he were to do so during daylight, (and before 9:00 PM in summer) we 
could face heavy fines. 

However, you can of course, make your own arrangement to hire someone to do it, if so desired. 

Please also make sure that you communicate to friends, family or renters in case you have people 
other than yourself staying in your apartment, that this will be the new situation.
